Frequently asked questions

What is the deadline for applications? 

The closing date for applications is Friday 27th March 2009 at 5.00pm

Can I email my application? 

Part A of the application must be completed and submitted online at the EU Grants website. Part B should be submitted in hard copy and electronically.

How do I complete the Part A application form on the EU Grants website?

Part A is completed online on www.eugrants.org
When you go into the website click on Grant Application/Tender.
Register to get a username and password. 
Then click New application/Tender. 
From the drop down menu select: Peace III Programme from the options. 
Then choose P1 Reconciling Communities from another drop down menu: 
then choose Local Authority Action Plans from the drop down menu.
Click the Apply button.
Remember to save your work regularly. 
Once you have filled in all the required details submit your completed Part A application. 


Make a note of your unique reference number and use it in your Part B application form, which must be submitted separately. 

Part B can be emailed to btierney@cavancoco.ie

However, a signed version of Part B must be submitted by the deadline of Friday 27th March at 5.00pm


Otherwise, the application will not be considered.

Can I send the accompanying documents (for example, constitution) after the deadline? 

No. All required documents must be submitted along with the application by the deadline. 

Will the Peace III Small Grants Programme open again at any point? 

If there is money remaining after the first round, there may be another round at a later date. 

Can an organisation make more than one application to the small grants scheme? 

During this first round, an organisation can only apply once as lead partner. This is due to the limited amount of funding available and our commitment to ensuring this is distributed as widely as possible. You can, however, be a named partner in more than one application.                   


In addition, you will still be able to apply for funding under later rounds, as long as the application is for a different project.

Is there a limit to how much funding a group can be awarded under Peace III? 

The level of grant aid per project will be in the range of €5,000 to €20,000, however, in exceptional circumstances a maximum grant of €30,000 may be made available.   

Can an organisation apply for funding to cover salary costs for existing staff? 

According to the SEUPB guidelines, all posts funded under Peace III must be advertised externally and proper recruitment procedures followed. We also reserve the right to sit on interview panels. 

Can a group use other EU grant-aid to match-fund a project awarded a Peace III small grant? 

No. Other EU funding cannot be used to match-fund a project supported under the Peace III small grants scheme. 

Can a college, school or other public body apply for funding? 

Yes, if they meet the criteria and they have been unable to access mainstream funding. 

Could a project delivered by a community organisation in schools, or another public body, be eligible? 

Yes, if it is not a statutory requirement for the school or other public body to already be doing this work as part of its mainstream activities. 

Is funding available for foreign travel? 

European travel will only be eligible in exceptional circumstances, where the rationale for the travel is clearly detailed, there is a clear benefit to the project and it will help achieve the aims and objectives of the Peace and Reconciliation Action Plan. 

Can a Social Economy enterprise apply for small grants funding? 

Yes, as long as the project is about peace and reconciliation and fulfills the funding criteria.  The applicant must demonstrate from the Memorandum and Articles of Association that whilst they generate revenue, this is reinvested back into the business. 

If the project itself generates income, this income will be deducted from the grant. If it is anticipated that the project will generate revenue then this should be clearly stated in the project outline. 

Can cultural diversity and anti-racism projects apply for funding? 

They may be eligible if the project engages people in tackling racism on a cross-community basis, or where projects are trying to tackle both racism and sectarianism.   Projects which are only focused on tackling racism and do not meet the other Peace III criteria are unlikely to be successful.
